14™ October 2007 Severn Valley Railway vintage day

As many of you will know, Severn Valley Railway has had severe problems since June when the
storms caused 12 miles of the railway to be closed to all trains. The trains can only run between
Kidderminster and Bewdley at the moment. Things are slowly improving although it is likely to be
the middle of next year before the line is fully reopened. The annual vintage i or Classic Car and
Bike 7 day will be held but in slightly curtailed form.

1. Bridgnorth. Hopefully, there will still be some exhibits (as usual, mostly cars) and there will
probably be the availability of very short train rides (200yds!)

2. Hampton Loade. As usual this will be the site for bikes. | believe the road has been
repaired!

3. Highley and Arley. There will be NO displays. Highley is one huge building site with gaps of
30ft between rails and ground!

4. Bewdley. Situation normal.

5. Kidderminster. Most vehicles which would have displayed at Highley and Arley have been
diverted to this site which will, as usual, use the station forecourt, the station concourse (6
Morris Minors expected) and the area normally used as the station car park.

Trains will be running between Kidderminster and Bewdley at half hourly intervals. These will
probably alternate between steam and DMU. The steamer may be a visiting loco, LNER No 4771
Green Arrow
